HOW THE ADMISSION PROCESS WORKS

Application Deadline for the Clinician Scientist Program for a July 2012 start is MOnday, October 31, 2011.

Evaluation Process

The application evaluation process is conducted by the Clinician Scientist Program Selection Committee who will review your file and make recommendations for admission or refusal.  Admission is on a competitive basis depending on available funds and number of applicants.

What to send to the Clinician Scientist Program Office:


Clinician Scientist Stream (CSS):

· One copy of the Application Form

· Personal statement by the candidate

· Your Curriculum Vitae

· Letter of support from a recognized supervisor, outlining potential research project, assessment of the candidate and supervisor’s commitment to arranging for a half day per week rotation with their research group for PGY-2 or 3 residents and one month for PGY-1 residents and to writing a yearly report.  Please see list of potential supervisors on our website at www.utpsychiatry.ca (under Research).

· An independent letter of support to include more information on the candidate and an assessment of candidate’s track record.

· Please note that ALL letters of support must be on official letterhead, signed and submitted in a sealed and signed envelope.  

Clinician Scientist Program (CSP):

· One copy of the Application Form with description of proposed research (3 additional pages to be appended) 

· Your Curriculum Vitae

· Letter of support from a recognized supervisor, outlining potential research project, assessment of the candidate, supervisor’s commitment to spending ½ day per week and to writing a yearly report.  (Please see list of potential supervisors on our website) at www.utpsychiatry.ca (under Research).  Students are encouraged to seek the supervisor that most closely reflects their research interests.  However, those with non-psychiatrist primary supervisors will be required to involve a clinician scientist as a co-supervisor to provide ongoing guidance regarding career-development issues.

· Proof of enrollment in a graduate program or of having applied to a graduate program
